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DRIVER’S LICENCE


Conditions to be satisfied before a Licence is issued
1. Convictions recorded after the completion of the form must be reported to the office of Assistant Director Environment within seven days, and may render the Licence, if granted, liable to suspension or revocation.
2.
Applicants must hold and have held for at least twelve months prior to application, a Licence granted under Part III of the Road Traffic Act 1972 (not being a provisional Licence) authorising him to drive a motor car.

3.
Applicants must be physically fit and produce the medical certificate prior to the grant of a licence.  All applicants over the age of 45 years are required to renew their certification on a five yearly basis. All applicants over 65 years of age are required to renew their certificate annually on renewal of their licence.

4.

Applicants must undertake an additional driving test carried out to the satisfaction of the  



Driving Standards Agency and a pass certificate produced to the Licensing Officer before a 


Private Hire/Hackney Carriage Drivers Licence will be issued

5.
The Licence is granted for a period of one or three years, subject to suspension or revocation.
Cost and Charges

Licence Conditions
1.
The Licence holder shall, whilst driving a Hackney Carriage or Private Hire vehicle behave in a civil and orderly manner and shall take all reasonable precautions to ensure the safety of persons conveyed in, or entering, or alighting from the vehicle.

2.
(a)
The driver shall not convey or permit to be conveyed in a licensed vehicle a greater number of persons than that prescribed in the Licence for the vehicle. 

(b)
The driver must be aware of and comply with the laws concerning the use of seat belts    and child restraints.

(c)
The driver shall not without the consent of the hirer of the vehicle convey or permit to be conveyed any other person in that vehicle.

3.
The driver who has agreed or has been hired to be in attendance with the vehicle at an appointed time and place shall, unless delayed or prevented by some sufficient cause, punctually attend with such vehicle at such appointed time and place.

4.
The driver of a vehicle when hired to drive to any particular destination, shall, subject to any directions given by the hirer, proceed to that destination by the shortest possible route.

5.
An authorised identification card, appropriate to the use of the vehicle at all times, will be displayed by the driver in such a manner that it is plainly visible, when driving a hire vehicle.

6.
The driver of a vehicle shall, when requested:

(a)
convey a reasonable quantity of luggage;

(b)
afford reasonable assistance in loading and unloading luggage;

(c)
assist in removing luggage to or from the entrance to any house, station, or place at which he may take up or set down passengers.

7.
The driver shall within seven days notify the Assistant Director Environment, in writing, details of any conviction or caution for criminal or motoring offences imposed on him during the period of the Licence.

8.
Licensed drivers over the age of 45 must produce a medical certificate on a five yearly basis to confirm their fitness to drive. Drivers over 65 years of age must provide a certificate annually.

9.
No driver shall use an unlicensed vehicle for Hackney Carriage or Private Hire purposes in Exeter.
10.
The driver shall notify the Assistant Director Environment, in writing, any changes of address within seven days.

11.
An application for the renewal of a Licence after it has expired will not be accepted. Applications after the expiry date will be treated as new applications.


Additional Conditions for Hackney Carriage Drivers
12.
The driver of a Hackney Carriage shall, when plying for hire in any street and not actually hired:

(a)
proceed with reasonable speed to one of the appointed stands;

(b)
if a stand, at the time of his arrival, is occupied by the full number of carriages authorised to occupy it, proceed to another stand;

(c)
on arriving at a stand not already occupied by the full number of carriages authorised to occupy it, station the carriage immediately behind the carriage or carriages on the stand and so as to face in the same direction;

(d)
when the carriage immediately in front is moved forward or driven off, move his carriage forward so as to occupy that space.

13.
A proprietor or driver of a Hackney Carriage, when standing, or plying for hire, shall not, by calling out or otherwise, importune any person to hire such carriage and shall not use the services of any other person for this purpose.

14.
Fares may only be charged in accordance with the approved scale of charges.

15.      The driver, when his vehicle is first on the rank shall not leave the vehicle unattended.


Additional Conditions for Private Hire Drivers
16.
The driver shall not ply for hire within the City of Exeter.

17.
The driver shall record the following information and preserve for a period of not less than 12 months.

(i)
name and address of person making the booking;

(ii)
name of hirer if different to above;

(iii)
pick-up point;


(iv)
date and time of pick-up, and

(v)
destination.


The record should be produced on demand to an authorised officer of the Council for inspection.

18.
All fare paying passengers must have pre-booked the vehicle through a Licensed Private Hire Operator.

19.
No radio communication system fitted in a Private Hire Vehicle may be used by any person to make a booking for that or any other private hire vehicle.
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
