(Last updated November 2012)
This 'quick list' is a summary of the official List of Buildings of Special Architectural or Historic Interest incorporating amendments up to July 2012. It gives the address and grades of all Listed Buildings in Exeter. 

It is not the Official List.

It also includes the Buildings of Local Importance (Local List).  This is a non-statutory designation and comprises buildings that the Local Planning Authority feels are of importance to the historic fabric and social history of the city.  Whilst there is no statutory protection, these buildings are covered by policy C3 in the Exeter Local Plan.  
It also includes a list of the Scheduled Monuments at page 33.

IMPORTANT NOTE:
A Listed Building of any grade comprises the whole of the building, inside and out, front, rear and sides, fixtures and fittings, the boundary walls and any structures within the curtilage.

Exeter has over 1800 listed buildings and these are graded to show their relative importance as follows:


Grade II

This category includes the vast majority of buildings of special interest.


Grade II*

Buildings of particular importance, for example, Wynards Almshouses, the Warehouses on the Quay, Colleton Crescent and the Georgian terraces in Southernhay.


Grade I

Buildings of exceptional interest.  There are only 22 buildings of this category in Exeter including the Guildhall, St. Nicholas' Priory, Mol's Coffee House and the Custom House.


Churches

Many churches are included in the list.  Most of those belonging to the Church of England are graded A (the best), B or C.  However, the normal provisions for listed buildings do not apply to churches in ecclesiastical use.
